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Investigation on Countermeasures against Pollinosis Taken
by University Students

Preventive actions against pollinosis were investigated in university students by a questionnaire
study, on the basis of which the necessity for pollinosis education was evaluated. Responses to the
questionnaire were obtained from 97 students with pollinosis (PS) and 278 students without it
(NPS). The results were as follows.

L. Prior to the development of the symptom, only 30% of the PS took some preventive actions,
mainly by “paying attention to the forecast of pollen fall”

2. During the presence of the symptom, 80% of the PS received medical treatments and/or
avoidance of pollen exposures, but scarcely took prevention from physical and mental stresses
and car exhaust which are considered to aggravate the symptom.

3. In the PS, information sources from which the countermeasures for pollinosis were gained were
television, medical staffs and family members. None of the PS cited school teachers as an
information source.

4. In the NPS, only 3% took preventive actions, but 70% had an interest in learning about
pollinosis (cause, ways of prevention, forecast of pollen fall).

5. These results suggest a necessity of education on pollinosis, in which in addition to avoidance
of pollen exposures, preventive treatments by medicines prior to the onset of symptom and
information of aggravating factors to pollinosis should be included. The education would be
provided as a school health education not only for pollinosis patients but also for non-pollinosis
patients of school children, in which the preventive actions might delay sensitization to pollen
antigens and development of the symptom, if any of them are disposed to pollinosis.

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Changes in Mental Health and Lifestyle amongs Small City's
Junior High School Students over Seven Years

In 1988, the authors conducted a self-administered questionnaire survey of 1,287 junior high
school students in rural areas of Gunma prefecture and in Tokyo regarding their school life, home
life and health. Then, we applied factor analysis to the results and developed five scales to
evaluate student's mental health and lifestyle on both an individual and group basis, with scale
scores showing satisfactory validity to evaluate student life and mental health,

Using the 1988 questionnaire data of 124 second grade students in a small city, the same
questionnaire was applied in 1995 to 134 students at the same school to ascertain changes in their
school life and mental health in the time interval, as the Ministry of Education, Science and
Culture had implemented the next 7 year education guidelines (Shido Yoko) in junior high
schools, characterized by a more relaxed school education with an individual orientation. For
example, recommendation of a junior high school student by the principal could be validated only
by school performance and interview by high school teachers in place of the formal entrance
examination.

Both male and female students in 1995 had significantly higher yes response rates for sports
club activities almost every day including holidays. High performance in sports activities gives
students a merit for recommendation by the principal to a better high school. Male students in
1995 had significantly lower scores for friend dependency than those in 1988, possibly due to
urbanization. The higher scores in 1995 of female students for sports club activities had little
impact on the scores of the other scales. Discriminant analysis between 1988 and 1995 student
groups yielded correct rates of 64% and 61%, for boys and girls students, respectively. This
questonnire is applicable to evaluating school life and health.

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Seasonal Variation in Growth of Elementary and
Junior High School Children Living in Southern Hokkaido

The monthly stature and body weight of Japanese Children living in southern Hokkaido (43°N
140-141° E) over a 36 month period were investigated to elucidate the patterns and amplitudes of
seasonal variation. Time-series analysis was made by the Program of Census Method II X-11 in
SAS/ETS. Significant seasonal variations of body weight were observed in 78% of the children
and those of stature were observed only in 66%. The amplitudes of seasonal variation were 3.85+
1.15% for body weight and only 0.50+0.13% for stature. The average of seasonal variations of
body weight of individual children was the lowest in summer and the highest in winter. That of
stature was the lowest in spring but the highest not in fixed season, which depended on sexes and
ages. Degree of over-weight (DOW; weight,/standard weight by every sex, age and height x
100—100, %) was calculated at the last month, and children with DOW over 20% were grouped
into the obesity. For the seasonal factor of body weight in obese and non-obese boys, the
maximum values appeared in winter, but the obese group showed further weight gain in summer.
On the other hand, it was reported that obese children living in Tokyo or Nagasaki increased their
weight only in summer holidays. The different patterns might come from the very cold winter in
Hokkaido and from the differences of environmental conditions and of life styles. These data
support the hypothesis that the weight control in summer holidays is very important to prevent
obesity in school life.

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A Study on the Assessment of Motor Coordination in Healthy Children.
— A Comparison between Two Types of Assessment Technique.—

The performance on three motor coordination tasks (finger sequence, FS; diadochokinesis, DK;
heel toe tapping, HTT) of 213 healthy right-handed children (age range: five to 12 years) was
assessed by two types of technique; one was the measuring the time required (timed maneuver),
and the other was the scoring of the degree of accuracy and rhythm as well as of the magnitude of
associated movements from videotapes.

Even in the age group of five years, almost children could accomplish these tasks. The inter-
rater reliability of the scoring, although variable across the tasks, was generally high (2>0.7). A
developmentally similar pattern of the performance was observed in both assessments, however,
on sex differences and right-left differences, some discrepancies appeared between them. Firstly, a
significant female advantage was demonstrated when assessed by the scoring technique, whereas
not when by the time on FS and HTT. Secondly, these two assessments did not always show the
significant right - left differences at the same age groups. In addition, the correlation analysis
found relatively weak relationship between them. These findings indicate that motor speed is, to
some extent, independent of quality of motor coordination (accuracy, rhythm and associated
movements)in the case of children. Therefore, it is concluded that both types of assessment
technique should be applied to the motor coordination tests for the children suspected of Learning
Disabilities (LD), Minimal Brain Dysfunction (MBD), and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity
Disorder (ADHD),

The previous studies, using timed maneuver, found a significant female advantage on FS and
HTT as well as a significant right foot dominance on HTT, however, the present study failed to
find them. Although the reason why such discrepancies appeared remained unclear, a possibility
that some minor differences of the test procedure of the present study from that of the previous
studies might have an effect on the appearence of such discrepancies was considered.

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Sexual Harassment and the Attitude of Female College Students.

The aim of this study is to reveal sexual harassment of female college students and their attitude
toward it in order to provide useful data for future solution of this problem. Following results were
obatined. Of 315 students, 36.5% had experienced sexual harassment. Most of the victims of the
Lst year grade students reported they were harassed by their teachers, suggesting that school was
the main actual spot of sexual harassment until high school. On the other hand, those of the 2nd
year grade students reported they were harassed in work place of their part-time job. This
indicates problems of part-time job in sexual harassment of college students. However, they were
not so interested in the problem and the experience of sexual harassment did not largely infulence
thier attitude. In addition, the results revealed that so many female students suffered from other
sexual assaults. These results indicate the necessity of more detailed researches of the problem,

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A Study of Factors Related to Physical and Mental Complaints of
Male University Students Belonging to an American Football Club

The aim of this study is to clarify factors related to the physical and mental complaints of male
university students belonging to an American football club. The students were asked to answer a
questionnaire containing the Todai Health Index (THI). The number of the samples was 251, All

analyses were conducted by grades.
Main results were as follows.

Among freshmen, physical complaint scores of students not willing to attend club activities
were higher, and the mental complaint scores of students often thinking not to be regular players

were higher.

Among seniors, the mental complaint scores of students thinking to lose their present role were
higher. And their mental complaint scores decreased as their emotional social support network

from club members increased.

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The Study of Fatigue and the Measurement of
Dominant Brain Waves in Relation to the Cause of
External Injuries among Fuzoku High School Students

Kumiko Kusumoto

International Buddhist University

This research was undertaken for the purpose of preventing the occurrence of further external
injuries. The study presents the conclusions of the investigation into the causes of injuries.

It was predicted that among students who often suffer from injuries the problem was inherent in
the individual. These causes for frequent injuries were found to be: certain personality traits;
fatigue; inadequate judgment causing the students to take unnecessary risks; and a lack of paying
proper attention to their actions.

By comparing the students of the present research (i.e. those students prone to injury) with a
control group, the following characteristics of injury-prone students were obtained: (1) In both
boys and girls there was a large number of students where a decrease in awareness of
surroundings corresponded to an increase in the appearance of dominant brain wave enabling
concentration; (2) There was a tendency for a high rate of appearance of the dominant brain wave
in injury-prone boys and girls showing short attention spans and drowsiness. It can be deduced
from the results above that there are various and over-lapping causes in the occurrence of injuries.
(1) Among the injury-prone girls, there were a large number suffering from fatigue including
drowsiness, sluggishness, inability to concentrate and localized bodily discomfort; (2) Many of the
girls were lacking in physical strength.

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A Study of Association Between Attitudes Toward AIDS/HIV and
Sexual Behavior in Japanese University Students

This study aims to explore how sexual intercourse experience relates with the attitudes toward
AIDS/HIV among nationwide university students in Japan.

As the result, the following was obtained for the groups with/without sexual intercourse
experience.

1) It was found that those without sexual intercourse experience were higher in a sense of crisis
than those with sexual intercourse experience from some of question items related to AIDS/HIV,
i.e. I want my marriage partner to take HIV antibody test and I may possibly have HIV in the
future as well.

2) In case of HIV infection of the person himself/herself, most of the respondents feared
prejudice and discrimination, but there were no significant differences between two groups in all
items of AIDS/HIV attitudes,

3) In case of best friend to have HIV, as compared with those without sexual intercourse
experience, many of those with sexual intercourse experience answered that they would probably
be consultants for best friend with AIDS/HIV and would not take attitudes of prejudice and
discrimination and would support best friend with AIDS/HIV. It was found that those with sexual
intercourse experience were more positive and acceptable to best friend with AIDS/HIV.

4)These above-mentioned results suggested to be a need to consider a factor of sexual
intercourse experience in the educational programs on sexuality and AIDS for university students.
